Chapter Educator’s Corner 

 
You may have already read some of these tips, but they 
bear repeating.   
 
Since winter is rapidly coming on, and some say is 
already here, this is a good time to cover some winter 
riding tips. There are plenty of hazards during the good 
riding seasons. Winter brings some that if we are not 
aware of, or have forgotten, could cause problems.  
 
Reduced daylight means more night riding with reduced 
visibility caused by darkness, rain, and fog. Let your 
eyes adjust to the darkness before starting out. To save 
your night vision use the right-edge fog line as a guide 
when oncoming traffic passes then return your focus to 
the road ahead. Make sure all your lights are working 
and think about adding more to increase your visibility. 
If you haven’t replaced your tinted visor with a clear, 
now is the time.  
 
Increased rain and fog will make the roads slicker more 
often. Stay out of oily center lanes and off of plastic 
traffic arrows. Both can be very slick when wet.  
 
Windy weather presents problems when wind gusts try 
to blow you off the road. Be ready to counter steer to 
lean the motorcycle upwind quickly and to straighten it 
up when the gust has passed. You do counter steer, don’t 
you?. Practice until it is second nature and you don’t 
have to think about it.  
 
Watch out for surface hazards on the roads. They 
increase greatly in winter. Just because there wasn’t a 
chuck hole there yesterday doesn’t mean there won’t be 
one today. Watch for sand used on icy roads. It gets 
pushed to the outside of lanes and often collects near the 
curb. Watch the street surface and make wider turns. If 
you have to cross loose sand keep your motorcycle more 
vertical, avoid rapid acceleration, hard braking, or sharp 
turns while driving through it.  
 
Finally, remember to stay warm. Hypothermia causes 
our brains to slow down resulting in serious mistakes. 
Insulate your neck and head. Use electric heating if your 



going to be out long or the temperatures are low. 
Remember the wind takes away a lot of your body heat 
and cannot be made up without help.  
 
These are just a few winter riding tips. Hopefully, they 
will remind you of some of the things you may have 
forgotten. There are lots of good safe-riding information 
available and, remember, safe motorcycle riding is 
mostly mental.

In’s and Out’s Workshop: 
October 6-8, 2006, 122 WA District Members attended the “In’s and Out’s Workshop” in Moses Lake that 
offered a broader field of information about GWRRA that the older “Leadership Conference” from past years 
did not do.   
 
During the opening ceremonies, the WA Educator talked about the Risk management in motorcycling and that 
each of us except risk but on different levels.  Below are excerpts from his opening remarks: 
 



Currently, Washington is the only District in GWRRA that offers all of the Following GWRRA Rider Courses 
to Members: 
�  Advanced Rider Course. 
�  Trike Rider course. 
�  Sidecar Rider Course. 
�  Trailering Course. 
 
Inattentive Drivers: 
The vast majority of motorcycle accidents are caused by inattentive drivers often referred to as, “looked but 
did not see,” phenomenon.  More than 64 percent of multi-vehicle accidents involving a motorcycle are due to 
the actions of the actions of the driver of the other vehicle. 
 
No, we are not talking about drivers who are talking on cell phones, or reading the paper, letters or office 
memos, or typing on tap-tops.  Inattentive Drivers are those are stop signs or stopped in the left turn lanes.  
Studies have shown that these drivers look to the “horizon” -- left or right at stop signs or in the situation of the 
left-turn vehicle straight ahead -- and do not see a motorcycle within the near field of vision.  This is an 
important fact; in general, drivers do not see a motorcycle within their near field of vision.  Make yourself 
visible. 
 
Left-Turning Drivers: 
But, the most frequent motorcycle and automobile accidents are collisions of motorcycles with left turning 
drivers.  These Left-Turner Accidents, as they are called, are the leading cause of death of motorcyclists. 
 
Combining Inattentive Drivers and Left-Turner Accidents together, we now have a devastating set of conditions 
that can be identified.  Don’t become a victim to the Inattentive Driver and/or Left-Turner Accidents. 
 
When entering an intersection or observing an automobile at a stop sign, through our WA District Rider Course 
Training and Safety Education Programs we can learn to: 
�  Slow down before entering an intersection or cross street. 
�  Have an escape route planned. 
�  Stay visible. 
�  When entering an intersection, move from the left side of the lane slowly to the right side while looking at 

the potential Left-turner. 
�  Move to the extreme left side of your lane for automobiles at cross streets on your right side -- give yourself 
 space.  Sound your horn to gain the attention of the automobile. 
�  Move to the extreme right side of your lane for automobiles at cross streets on your left side -- give yourself 
 space.  Sound your horn to gain the attention of the automobile. 
�  Don’t travel too close to other vehicles in front of you while traveling through an intersection. 
�  Eye contact is not, is not, is not enough.  Always presume that a Left-turner or an automobile at a stop sign 

is also an Inattentive Driver. 
 
Safety by Commitment: 
“Part of being a good Rider and Co-Rider means knowing how to manage risk, your risk in motorcycling.”  Just 
by entering the GWRRA Rider Education Levels Program, Members commitment themselves to be a Safer 
Rider or Co-Rider and starts to reduce their risk in Motorcycling. 
 
Until December 31, 2006, WA District Education is offering each Member currently not in the Rider Education 
Levels Program the opportunity to enter the Program as a Level I -- Commitment to Safety -- at no cost to the 
Member or to the Chapter.  And, there is no obligation to advance any further in the Rider Education levels 
Program. 
 
By filling out the Level I Application, you have taken the first step in becoming a safer Rider or Co-Rider.

Rider Course Instructors are role models to ensure uniformity and quality in the presentation for all GWRRA 
Rider Training Programs:   
�  Advanced Rider Course (ARC),  
�  Trike Rider Course (TRC),  
�  Trailer Course (TC), and, 
�  Sidecar Rider Course (SRC).   
 
All GWRRA Rider Courses fulfill the training requirements for updating the Member’s current Rider Education 
Levels or advancing within the Rider Education Levels Program. 
 
Within the GWRRA Rider Education Program there is a Rider Course training program that has been developed 
and is available to non-MSF Rider Coach Instructors. This GWRRA Program is the Rider Course Instructor 
Certification Program (RCICP) and taught by a Master Instructor Trainer on the National Rider Education Staff.   
 
The Rider Course Instructor Certification Program has a nominal fee to cover the costs of: printed materials, site 
and/or classroom space rentals and Instructor costs and consists of classroom review, range time including set-
up, exercise practice and course presentation. 
 
Rider Course Instructor Certification Course Qualifications are: 

�  Be a current Level III or above in the Rider Education Levels Program. 
�  Have no more than 4 points on his/her motorcycle license. 
�  Have no DUI convictions within the past five years. 
�  Will demonstrate safe riding habits by always wearing proper riding attire. 
�  Maintain that certification by conducting a minimum of 2 GWRRA Rider courses every two years. 

 
Currently, the WA District Educator is in the process of soliciting additional Members to take part in n 
Advanced Rider Course (ARC) Rider Course Instructor Certification Program the late three days of March and 
the first day of April 2007 -- Thursday though Sunday.

Deer Alert 
 
The time of the year when deer are most active -- rut season -- is soon approaching.  Autumn is both the mating 
and hunting season for whitetail deer.  Both bucks and does are apt to be about at all times of the day but 
especially at sunrise and sunset.  Accidents involving deer result in millions of dollars in damage to vehicles 
and increasing numbers of deaths and injuries each year.  Nationwide last year approximately 1.5 million deer 
related vehicle collisions occurred which resulted in over 150 deaths and $1 billion in vehicle damages 
according to the Insurance Institute for Highway Safety. 
 
Riders and motorists traveling around dawn and dusk should be especially careful and watch for deer.  You 
should be extra careful in areas of woods and water sources.  Rural areas are not the only areas of concern.  
Large populations of deer exist in the fringes of cities and even in cities themselves.  It’s amazing that even a 
small patch of woodlot can provide a home for a number of deer. 
 
The most important thing when riding or driving in deer prone areas is to slow down.  This provides extra 
reaction time to you if a deer suddenly walks or jumps out in front of you.  If you are riding wear a helmet (even 
in a non-helmet state).  If you are driving, buckle that seat belt.  If you see one deer, watch for others.  Deer tend 
to fixate on headlights.  Flashing them high to low beam (on and off in a car) may cause them to move.  If you 
cannot avoid a collision do NOT swerve to avoid them.  The deer may go in the same direction as you swerve 
and your risk of injury is MUCH greater if, in swerving, you hit something such as a tree than if you hit the 
animal alone.  Secondary collisions, hitting a tree, rock, bridge, or sign post, cause far more fatalities than the 
primary collision, hitting the deer. 
 
Do deer alerts actually work?  Scientific evidence indicates that they do not while anecdotal evidence suggests 
that they might.  Like playing your motorcycle radio “LOUD” on the outside speakers may not frighten deer but 
they may annoy them enough to raise their heads up for you to see or make them move away.  At as little as $9 
a pair they seem cheap enough insurance but do not depend on them.  Watch out for deer and anticipate that 
they may walk out in front of you.  During daylight hours scan the fields on both sides of the road.  At night 
look for reflections from your headlights in their eyes.  If you see a deer notify others in your group.  That deer 
might cross the road behind you, in front of them.   
 
Enjoy deer, they’re beautiful animals, but be wary of them too. 
 

Fall Tips for Fall Trips  
 
As we quickly enter our last phase of riding for this year, there are some things to consider for ending the 
season on a safe note.  Things that were not an issue in the summer may challenge your skills in the fall.  
  

Daylight -- As we ride into the fall season, the daylight hours are becoming 
much shorter.  When planning a ride that extends late into the evening, be 
prepared for that change. Bring clothing that will be needed for cooler rides, 
such as a jacket liner, warmer gloves and neck warmer.   Clear eyewear should 
be worn in evening to see, and reflective type clothing to be seen. 
 
Road conditions - We have more opportunities to ride in the rain this time of year and combined with falling 
leaves, it can be very slippery.  Riding at excessive speeds over wet leaves is no joke. If you ride on wet roads 
or leaves, you may abruptly leave your motorcycle. 
 



Road crews are finishing up their roadwork that may be hazardous for motorcyclists.  Edges of the road have 
little or no shoulders -- edge traps.  The road may also have a 3-4 inch drop that makes stopping or easing to the 
side of the road impossible.  Goldwings are great touring bikes; just don’t try off road touring.   
 
Steel bridges and railroad tracks are slippery when wet.  Ride with caution and do not make fast moves that may 
cause you to lose control.  Be steady or be ready to end up in the hospital with Nurse Betty. 
 

Critters  - All the animals seem lonely this time of year want to run in the road 
to greet us.  Be on the lookout for deer and other critters especially early in the 
morning or evening.  It seems most critters exhibit their suicidal tendencies at 
that time.  If you hunt, don’t use your Goldwing to bag your limit, it may cost 
you a lot of doe. 
 
Fall riding can be the most rewarding time of year to ride your motorcycle.  Being prepared for the change of 
weather and road conditions are the most important aspects of fall riding.   Plan your ride and “embark” on an 
adventure to embrace the beautiful changing scenery.
