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A NOTE FROM THE RIDER EDUCATOR 
 
Last year is over and we need to be thinking about 
what we are each going to do this year to make sure 
we are here next year. Washington State 
experienced 72 fatalities in 2004 and when the 
statistics are in 2005 will most likely exceed that. In 
1997 there were only 28 fatal motorcycle accidents. 
Part of the increase can be attributed to more riders 
but that doesn' t account for all of the increase. 
Inexperience and lack of proper training are most 
likely the main causes of our increased accident 
rate.  
Safely riding motorcycles is probably 10% physical 
skill and 90% mental skills. We all need to 
constantly practice our steering and braking so they 
are second nature. If you do not know how to brake 
and countersteer effectively, read a book or find 
someone to explain them to you. If you do not know 
how to do them, you will not be able to use them 
when you need them. Remember, on our Goldwings 
you have to use both the hand brake and the foot 
brake to get maximum braking. If you are using one 
but not the other you are only getting half of your 
brakes capability. Once you understand how to do 
both, get some practice. Find a twisty road to 
practice powerful steering and braking inputs. If 
you can not find the right road, use a controlled  
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
range to do your practice. Do what it takes so you 
have that needed 10% skill.  
Emergency skills are important but what is more 
important is to look down the road and see what 
might be trouble and do something about it early. 
This way you do not have to use your superb riding 
skills to get you out of trouble. If you are 
experiencing lots of close calls you need to use your 
eyes and brain more. Pay more attention to the 
traffic and the conditions around you. Proficient 
mental skills will save you more than physical 
skills. Ride smart. 
Start your New Year' s training the right way and 
attend the Washington District Rider Safety-
Education Workshop February 4, 2006. Our 
Chapter will reimburse our members for the cost of 
the workshop. You get lots of good training and a 
free lunch if you sign up before January 28, 2006. 
See the Chapter Educator for a registration form or 
sign up on the District web site. Keep your receipt 
for reimbursement. 
Another good way to start the year is to sign up for 
the Rider Education Levels Program. Level I only 
requires a commitment to ride safely. The Chapter 
supplies the patch. Levels II, III, and IV require 
some training but we should be doing that for our 
own benefit.

The History of Saint Valentine's Day 
      Valentine's Day started in the time of the Roman Empire. In ancient Rome, February 14th was a 

holiday to honor Juno. Juno was the Queen of the Roman Gods and Goddesses. The Romans also knew 
her as the Goddess of women and marriage. The following day, February 15th, began the Feast of Lupercalia. 
The lives of young boys and girls were strictly separate. However, one of the customs of the young people was 
name drawing. On the eve of the festival of Lupercalia the names of Roman girls were written on slips of paper 
and placed into jars. Each young man would draw a girl's name from the jar and would then be partners for the 
duration of the festival with the girl whom he chose. Sometimes the pairing of the children lasted an entire year, 
and often, they would fall in love and would later marry. 
Under the rule of Emperor Claudius II Rome was involved in many bloody and unpopular campaigns. Claudius 
the Cruel was having a difficult time getting soldiers to join his military leagues. He believed that the reason 
was that roman men did not want to leave their loves or families. As a result, Claudius cancelled all marriages 
and engagements in Rome. The good Saint Valentine was a priest at Rome in the days of Claudius II. He and 
Saint Marius aided the Christian martyrs and secretly married couples, and for this kind deed Saint Valentine 
was apprehended and dragged before the Prefect of Rome, who condemned him to be beaten to death with clubs 
and to have his head cut off. He suffered martyrdom on the 14th day of February, about the year 270. At that 
time it was the custom in Rome, a very ancient custom, indeed, to celebrate in the month of February the 
Lupercalia, feasts in honor of a heathen god. On these occasions, amidst a variety of pagan ceremonies, the 
names of young women were placed in a box, from which they were drawn by the men as chance directed. 
The pastors of the early Christian Church in Rome endeavored to do away with the pagan element in these 
feasts by substituting the names of saints for those of maidens. And as the Lupercalia began about the middle of 
February, the pastors appear to have chosen Saint Valentine's Day for the celebration of this new feast. So it 
seems that the custom of young men choosing maidens for valentines, or saints as patrons for the coming year, 
arose in this way. 

St. Valentine's Story 
     Let me introduce myself. My name is Valentine. I lived in Rome during the third century. That was long, 
long ago! At that time, an emperor named Claudius ruled Rome. I didn't like Emperor Claudius, and I wasn't the 
only one! A lot of people shared my feelings. 
Claudius wanted to have a big army. He expected men to volunteer to join. Many men just did not want to fight 
in wars. They did not want to leave their wives and families. As you might have guessed, not many men signed 
up. This made Claudius furious. So what happened? He had a crazy idea. He thought that if men were not 
married, they would not mind joining the army. So Claudius decided not to allow any more marriages. Young 
people thought his new law was cruel. I thought it was preposterous! I certainly wasn't going to support that 
law! 
Did I mention that I was a priest? One of my favorite activities was to marry couples. Even after Emperor 
Claudius passed his law, I kept on performing marriage ceremonies -- secretly, of course. It was really quite 
exciting. Imagine a small candlelit room with only the bride and groom and myself. We would whisper the 
words of the ceremony, listening all the while for the steps of soldiers. 
One night, we did hear footsteps. It was scary! Thank goodness the couple I was marrying escaped in time. I 
was caught. (Not quite as light on my feet as I used to be, I guess.) I was thrown in jail and told that my 
punishment was death. 
I tried to stay cheerful. And do you know what? Wonderful things happened. Many young people came to the 
jail to visit me. They threw flowers and notes up to my window. They wanted me to know that they, too, 
believed in love. 
One of these young people was the daughter of the prison guard. Her father allowed her to visit me in the cell. 
Sometimes we would sit and talk for hours. She helped me to keep my spirits up. She agreed that I did the right 
thing by ignoring the Emperor and going ahead with the secret marriages. On the day I was to die, I left my 
friend a little note thanking her for her friendship and loyalty. I signed it, "Love from your Valentine." 
I believe that note started the custom of exchanging love messages on Valentine's Day. It was written on the day 
I died, February 14, 269 AD Now, every year on this day, people remember.
