Chapter Educator’'s Corner
This month | would like to review some of the
more important topics we have covered in the past
few years. Relax, this review will be short and
painless and, maybe, it will remind you of
something you may have forgotten.
One of the most important things you can do is to
keep your motorcycle in tip-top shape. Good tires
and good brakes will keep you out of trouble more
times than you realize. They are not a good place
to save money. Another thing is to keep your self
in tip-top shape. Exercise, combined with a healthy
diet, will help keep you fit and more able to handle
our big motorcycles and the long rides we take.
Last month we talked about proper riding clothing.
This is another area to get good equipment and this
doesn’t necessarily mean expensive. Look around
and you can find good riding equipment for a
reasonable price. Remember, you need to dress for
the conditions you will be riding in. Now that
we’re moving into summer you need to concern
yourself with staying cool and hydrated. Heat
related illness can adversely affect your riding and
health in a short time if you don’t take the proper
precautions. I'm going to try a Camelbak hydration
system to see how it works. People I've talked to
who use them say they work great. Their great
advantage is you can drink on the go. When the
cold weather returns, or if you go north, don’t
forget about hypothermia. Getting too cold affects
your thought process and could cause you to make
some poor decisions.

When you're riding, pay close attention to the road
surface and look for changes in color and texture.



They might tell you that something is different and
you should watch out. Be careful in corners. Road
sanding has stopped but that doesn’t mean there
will not be sand in the corners. Cars cutting the
corners can kick sand out into the road. Just be
aware. Remember to look down the road about 12
seconds ahead to give yourself an idea of what you
might soon be encountering. If you see something
early it's an easy matter to take some corrective
action. If you need to take corrective action,
remember we counter steer to maneuver our
motorcycles: push left, go left; push right, go right.
If you've forgotten that, maybe you need some
training. Take a GWRRA advanced rider course or
a experienced rider course. We all need recurring
training and it would be good to do one every year.
Do parking lot practices every month if you can.
They all are fun and | guarantee you will learn
something every time.

My tenure as Chapter Educator is up so this is my
last article as your CE. | hope you have enjoyed
and learned something from them. If I've been too
tendentious | hope you will forgive me. Now | can
go back to just being an insouciant rider.
Remember, life is short so get out there and ride.
But ride safely so you can ride a long time. Enjoy
the journey and don’t worry about the destination.
