We had a few incidents in August that pointed dait t
you can never be too careful and you always need yo
protective gear regardless of how short or slowipais
going to be. Also, the Chapter G member's rear-tir
blow out reminds us that we need to pay speciahttin
to our tires. | don’t know the cause of his blout,dout
we need to carefully monitor the condition of oueg,
faithfully check tire pressures, and not overldael tires.
Low pressure or overloading will cause a tire terteat
and fail in a very short time. Using a tire beyaditsl
normal tread wear is asking for trouble. Whilegirare
not cheap, they are the only thing between us hed t
highway.



Fred Rau has an interesting column in the October
Motorcycle Consumer News. Fred participated ire¢hr
motorcycle rallies. In each rally participantsdeo
different brands of motorcycles and each was agend
by about 300 participants. He commented on the
differences in the rallies and on the protectivargsach
group of riders used. That's what | want to comtrean

I’m not going to tell you what brand of motorcyaach
group rode. [I'll leave that up to you to deciphehll
three rallies were held in states without helmetsla In

the first group of riders, virtually no one woreéhalmet

of any kind. In the second group over 90% wore
helmets. In the third group he never saw a sinigler

on his bike without a helmet on.

His second observation was that the first grouphim
estimation, 75% of the riders wore heavy leathekéés.
Only about half of the second group wore anythiragan
than a T-shirt or light-weight jacket. He estinththat
99% of the third group wore fully-armored textile
jackets. The same dichotomy applied to lower body
protection as well. The first group wore leathbaps;
the majority of the second group wore Bermuda shart
cotton pants; and the third group mostly sportedosed
textile pants.

What's important is not what group you are in bitaiv
type of protective gear you wear day in and day. out
Some riders could ride naked all their life andardvave

a problem other than a bad sun burn. The probdenei
never know when we are going to need protective.gea
The choice is yours. Protective gear doesn’t do gy
good hanging in the closet or on the store rack.
leave it to you to decide which group you're in and
which one you want to be in. It doesn’t matter tWau
ride. You can be in any group you want.

Last month | promised more motorcycle myths. Heee’
couple more.

Myth: Helmets Block Your Ability to See or Hear
Danger. The thing you learn when you dig into the
research is that motorcycle riders who use helmretsh
less frequently than those who don't. Maybe that
happens because motorcyclists who decide to wear
helmets have a better or more realistic attitudeuab
riding. Maybe it's because putting on a helmetais
reminder that what you are about to do can be dange
and the act of accepting protection puts you inribt
mindset. Maybe it's because a helmet provides eye
protection and cuts down wind noise so you canadigtu
see and hear better. Maybe it's because, by guttind
pressure and noise, a helmet reduces fatigue. alrat
the reason, wearing a helmet clearly does not asere
motorcyclist’s risk of having an accident and wegri
one correlates to reduced likelihood of an accident

Myth: One Beer Won't Hurt. Maybe not while yowear
drinking it, but if you get on your motorcycle aftiat,

the effects of a single beer can get you hurtifer INo
matter how unaffected you are sure you are, all the
studies say differently. You increase your riskoarrself

and to others when you drink and hit the road. oAls
you age, your metabolism slows down, and those
“coupla drinks” you had last night may still be exdfing
you when you hit the road the next morning.

Those fortunate enough to attend the Region rally i
Powell, WY. experienced some great motorcyclinglsa
between here and there and in the local area. ouf y
haven't ridden the Lolo Pass, the Chief Joseph M&ho
Highway, the Bear Tooth Highway, and other
spectacular roads in Wyoming you need to ride thém.
