Chapter Educator’s Corner
In our riding careers most of us have come acmatssaf
misconceptions, incorrect assumptions, urban legend
and intuitive explanations about motorcycle safesigt
turn out to be wrong when you actually check ot th
facts. Believing these misconceptions can incrgase
chances of being involved in an accident or getting
when you do crash. In the next few months | wdikie
to bring some of these fallacies out into the lightlay
so that you have the right information upon which t
make informed riding-safety decisions. Also, knogi
of these misconceptions will keep us from repeating
them to riders who turn to us for advice.
Myth  1: Other Drivers Don't Care About
Motorcyclists:
It may seem hard to believe at times, but othevedsi
almost never actually want to hit you. Most of gbo
near-misses come about because they don’t always kn
you are there, even when you are right in fronthefmn,
seemingly in plain view. You can be obscured or
completely hidden by glare, by other things on long
the road, by the car’s roof pillars, the handicapdtag,
or by other traffic. Of course, not all drivershiftk



motorcycles” or as we see it here in WA they corghle
ignore the laws and think they have the right of/wa
matter who is around them. They could make thereff
to look that extra bit harder to see if there miphkta
motorcyclist hidden by that obscuration or in thaind
spot. Remember, most could be on their cell phone,
reading their paper, looking for something thatpgired

on the floor which is far more important than wigabn

the road in front of them.

Instead of assuming that they will ignore you ewdren
they see you, you should help make it easier fiveds

to spot you, especially as the population agesrok
drivers have greater difficulty in picking you ouflTo
overcome the fact that you might be hard to see and
harder to notice, wear bright colors, especiallyyonr
helmet and jacket. Run your high beams duringdéne
Think about things that can hide you and your Biken
other drivers, things that can be as common astine
behind you.

Myth 2: A skilled Rider Should Be Able to Handle
Almost Any Situation:

The sharpest, most skilled motorcyclist in the wasih't
going to be up to the task when a car turns oispult in
front of him a short distance ahead and stops tiret
his path broadside. Believing that your superioillss
will keep you out of trouble is a pipe dream, eifahey
are as good as you think. No matter how skilled gre,
it's better to ride to avoid situations that camntugly.
Slow down, scan farther ahead, and think stratégica
And dress for the crash: helmet, gloves, over-thidea
boots, and pants and jacket with protective armor.
Remember, safe motorcycling is 90% mental and 10%
physical. Keep both sharp.
